For topical summa-
ries, material should describe the technology or
approach, the challenges and solutions/results
(such as improvement in yield, stereoselectivity, reaction conditions,
purity for a pharmaceutical chemical synthesis or approach taken in
formulation development). Tables, charts, figures, or images that dem-
onstrate the research should be included as well appropriate literature
citations. A length of 1000—2000 words is preferred.

Casestudies. Case studies should cover acompany’s experience with a par-
ticular project, new process or methodology, or new equipment. Topics
of interest include API synthesis, formulation development, scale-up
and manufacturing, technology transfer, project management of the
outsourced relationship, sourcing of pharmaceutical ingredients, and
other relevant issues affecting the pharmaceutical supply chain. The ar-
ticle should address: the project’s objectives and background; the project’s
implementation; benefits and challenges, including personnel and finan-
cial implications; and a discussion of the results. A length of 1000-2000
words is preferred.

Literature or research reviews. Literature or research reviews studies should
provide the reader with a topical overview or analysis of a specific tech-
nology (including applications of the technology) and regulatory issues
and related implications. The article should include relevant literature or
regulatory citations. A length of 10000-2000 words is preferred.

General Guidelines. Articles are reviewed by members of the Community
of Experts of Sourcing and Management through a double-blind article
review process. Articles must be first submitted to the editor of Sourcing
and Management to Patricia Van Arnum, pvanarnum@advanstar.com.
Before submitting the completed work, authors are urged to review
manuscripts for clarity of expression, details of grammar, and typographi-
cal accuracy. Acronyms and abbreviations used in manuscripts should be
defined. The author is responsible for all statements in his or her work. Al
accepted manuscripts are subject to copy editing. sourcingand Manage-
ment is not responsible for the safety of artwork or photographs.
Manuscripts are reviewed with the understanding that they have
not been published previously, are not ghostwritten, and are not
under consideration for publication elsewhere, including on the
Internet. The author and any coauthors will be required to sign a li-
cense agreement before a manuscript is accepted for publication.

lllustrations. Photographs, line drawings, and
other illustrations may be in color or black and white and must be re-
ferred to in the text in consecutive order: Figure 1, Figure 2, and so forth.
Allillustrations that do not increase the reader’s understanding of the text
should be omitted. Color photos that an author wishes to submit for con-
sideration should be enclosed with the article and should be in the form
of a TIFF (Mac), TIF (PC), JPEG, or EPS/EPSF (Mac or PC) file. Images
must have a minimum resolution of 300 dpi.

Figuresandtables. Line drawings, graphs, photos, and charts must be identi-
fied with the figure number and principal author’s name. Figure legends
should be collected on a separate page, each identified by its proper num-
ber. All symbols, acronyms, and abbreviations used in figures and tables
should be explained. In the text, tables should be referred to by Roman
numerals in consecutive order: Table I, Table 11, and so forth.

Credits. All images, figures, graphs, and tables must be accompanied by
the source (creator) name so that the editors can provide appropriate
credit. If the author(s) or the author’s company created and/or own the
rights to the images, figures, tables or graphics, please note that this is
the case. If a third party created and/or owns the rights to such illus-
trations, the author is responsible for acquiring rights permissions and
providing related documentation.

References. Literature citations in the text should be numbered consecu-
tively and indicated by Arabic numerals in parentheses. References should
be grouped at the end of the manuscript and arranged in order of their
appearance in the text — not alphabetically.

Keywords, weblinks, and online tools. Please provide a list of keywords relevant
to the article, as well as websites or additional online references and ma-
terials that might be of interest to readers. Pharmaceutical Technology is
specifically interested in publishing video demonstrations, audio tutorials,
and downloadable tools that are related to the article. Such interactive items
would published on its website, PharmTech.com, with the full article at the
same time it appears in the print magazine. Please include mention of such
items, if applicable and available, when you submit your paper.
